In pursuance of its powers under the above-mentioned Acts and the Orders and Regulations for the time being in
force thereunder, the Council as Local Planning Authority hereby REFUSES planning permission, for the
development proposed by you in your application as set out above and shown on plan numbers: 20007/82/200,

accompanying the application.

Permission is refused for the following reason(s):-

1 The proposed development results in @ backland development layout that would adversely impacl
on the established historic layout of this part of the Conservation Area and would fail to preserve or
enhance the character and appearance of the Conservation Area failing to meet the requirements
of Policy C1 of the Three Rivers Local Plan 1996 - 2011.

2 The proposed development results in & form of backland development that fails to meet the
requirements of Policies H14, GEN3 and Appendix 2 of the Three Rivers Local Plan 1996 — 2011
in that it fails to protect the character and residential amenity of the existing residential properties
and new residential occupiers, by reason of invasion of privacy and results in a form of
development unable 1o maintain the particular character of the area in the vicinity of the site in
terms of its layout.

3 The proposed development would result in pressure to fell existing trees which make a significant
contribution to the character and appearance of the Conservation Area. The loss of these frees
together with the planned removal of a large number of trees would result in an adverse impact to
the character and appearance of the Conservation Area and fails to meet the requirements of
Bolicies C1 and N15 of the Three Rivers Local Plan 1896 — 2011,
