In pursuance of its powers under the above-mentioned Acts and the Orders and Regulations for the time being in
force thereunder, the Council as Local Planning Authority hereby REFUSES planning permission, for the
development proposed by you in your application as set out above and shown on plan numbers: 1469/1,
1469/2B, 1469/3A, 1469/4, 1469/5, 1469/6A, 1469/7A, 1469/8A, 1469/9 accompanying the application.

Permission is refused for the following reason(s):-

1 The proposed backland scheme, by reason of the cramped and contrived layout, design, height,
scale and siting of dwellings and inadequate amenity space, would result in a form of development
which would be unable to maintain the prevalent characier of the area, to the detriment of the
visual amenities of the locality, Furthermore the development would be obtrusive and
unneighbourly in relation to existing dwellings and would result in sub-standard living conditions for
future occupiers, to the detriment of their residential amenities. As such, the proposal would be
contrary to Policies H14, GEN3 and Appendix 2 of the Three Rivers Local Plan 1996-2011.

2 It has not been demonsirated how appropriate wasie recovery and recycling facilities and
arrangements would be provided to serve the proposed development in terms of storage and
collection. The proposal therefore fails to meet the requirements of Policies N10, GEN1 and
Appendix 1 of the Three Rivers Local Plan 1896-2011.

3 The proposed development would result in a significant increase in demand for education, library,
youth, childcare facilities; open space / play areas and sustainable transport provision in the area.
There is currently a shortage of these facilities in the area. The proposed development would
exacerbate this situation and in the absence of an agreement under the provisions of Section 106
of Town and Country Planning Act 1990 fails to recognise the impact of the development upon
these services. The application therefore fails to meet the requirements of Policies GEN1, GENS,
L10, T7 and Appendix 1 of the Three Rivers Local Plan 1996 - 2011,
